If secondary education had been got abroad 

1. If you had got secondary education outside Latvia, but you still want to study at College of Business Administration, you have to do the expertise of your Certificate of Secondary Education.
2. The Certificates of Education got in the USSR are not the Certificates of Education issued by foreign states. They are acknowledged in Latvia, except the documents issued by CPSU or LYCLSU authorities.

3. If you got secondary education in one of the former USSR Republics (including Lithuania and Estonia) after 1992, you have to do the corresponding expertise of the certificate, which confirms your secondary education.
4. The acknowledgement (recognition) of the Certificate of Education got abroad is carried out at Academic Information Centre (AIC). Its office is in Riga, Brivibas street 33, 4-th floor. Mail address is Valnu street, Riga, LV-1050. Phone: 67225155, Fax: 67221006.
5. To get the acknowledgement of AIC, you have to provide the original of the Certificate of Education and the Record of Ratings. If it is necessary, AIC workers can also require the translation of the document.
6. The procedure of academic acknowledgement is carried out according to the following scheme:
· AIC does the expertise of the Certificate of Education, where it clarifies the status of educational institution in the country of living and the level of the programme acquired.

· AIC issues an official document, which states which Certificate of Education issued in Latvia the Certificate of Education issued by foreign states can be equalled to.

· The document issued by AIC should be given to College of Business Administration.
7. The decision to acknowledge the Certificate of Education is made by College of Business Administration.
8. You do not have to pay for the expertise of the Certificate of Education issued by foreign states. 
9. This procedure is regulated by Clause 11 of LR Education Law „Acknowledgement of certificates of education issued by foreign states”.
